The medical staff at three different hospitals appreciated the provision of vital PPE
in order to facilitate their work, care and safely support sick patients including
those affected by the COVID-19 virus.
The installation of hand water pumps prior to Ramadan enabled beneficiaries to
enjoy fresh drinking water without having to collect unhygienic water from local
ponds or from distant water facilities for drinking and domestic chores. Moreover,
50 hand water pump projects were approved and are being progressed from funds
raised for water projects & remaining balance.
